1.  ATTENDANCE:  If an absence in unavoidable, try to contact another student for the missed work.  You may also email me directly or try my website.  It is YOUR responsibility to make up any missed quizzes, tests, and/or assignments.  Tests and quizzes are to be made up during a free period in the library or after school by arrangements with me.  Again, it is YOUR responsibility to get the missed work.

2.  HOMEWORK:  Students are responsible for completing all assignments on time.  If homework is not completed before the start of class, half credit can be made up that afternoon in extra help.  If you are absent, it is YOUR responsibility to make up the work in a timely fashion.  All assignments are to be neatly organized and in ink or pencil.  Most homework assignments will be a worksheet given in class.  Each assignment is worth 5 points.
3.  TEST & QUIZZES:  If you are absent the day of a test or quiz, you will be required to make it up.  All tests and quizzes can be taken in the library during lunch, study hall, or a free period.  Work should be made up in a timely fashion.  Arrangements can be made to take the test after school as well.  If you are absent the day of review, you may work on the review that class period while students take the test and then take the test the following day.  If you feel comfortable with the material, you can take the test the day you come back.

4.  BINDER:  Notes will be given in the form of a handout for this course.  You are required to maintain a section in a binder dedicated to this course.  It is preferred that you have a binder just for this class.  Notebook checks will be random.

5.  PARTICIPATION:  Student interactions and contributions are required.  For example:


A) Preparedness for class: binder, paper, calculator, and writing implement.


B) Positive participation in class.

C) Cooperation and group work (when applicable).

D) Be on time and in your seat ready to work at the bell with homework out.

E) Respect others at all times & listen to your classmates when they are speaking.
6.  GRADING:  Grading will consist of tests, quizzes, homework, do-nows, and class participation.  Each quarter will have a running total based on the number of assignments and how many points each assignment is worth.  
7.  EXTRA HELP:  Extra help will be available before and/or after school in room 5.  To insure that there are no extenuating circumstances, it always helps to speak to me when planning on coming to extra help.  I will also be available different periods throughout the day.
8.  MATH DOLLARS:  Math dollars will be given out during the course of the year for different circumstances.  2 math dollars can be redeemed for half a homework, 3 for a full homework, and 5 math dollars can be redeemed for 1 point on the quarter average, with a maximum of 1 point.  Math dollars cannot take the place of review sheets.

9.  PARENT PORTAL:  Grades can be viewed by using the parent portal.  Grades will be updated within 2 weeks of when the assignment is due.  Grades are usually posted the day after if not the day the assignment is due.
